Readers may know that the Scottish Governmeatiaithe process of integrating Health and Social
Care provision across Scotland. So far as Adaknand Eskdale are concerned a Health and Social
Care Locality Plan has been produced and there have been a number of public consultation meeting
held. This is against a background of increasing problems with the provision of Health and Social Ca
Senices. For example, we are all living longer and needing more care, referrals to social workers are
increasing each year. The number of people suffering from dementia is likely to double in 20 years,
and money available is reducing because of increased ni@ma services. The primary care NHS
prescription drugbudget for Dumfries and Galloway is enormous (E7 million has been allocated this
year with a projected overspend of a further £1.8 million) and there are difficulties recruiting and
retaining GPs inural areas. These factors, along with others, require a new partnership between
communities and Health and Social Services in order to give resilience and support to the communit;

The year ahead:

Following on from all the questionnaires undertaken last year about the possible uses for Lochfield
Cottage, we a& now working with Potters Architects in Dumfries to look at creating a small visitor
centre and educational space. We also have a chance to complete the last piece of the footpath
jigsaw, with the extension of the current footpath along the edge of Chftias wood, which will
